Therefore the breeding will result in puppies that represent the standards of the English Shepherd breed and, make excellent family companions.

We will let our puppies go to their new homes at 8 weeks of age providing each one is growing steadily and is cleared by our veterinarian as healthy and ready to travel.  Before leaving our home, they will have first vaccinations, been de-wormed ad vet checked. You will receive a complete vaccine and health record with your puppy.  

Because we are responsible breeders who care greatly for our dogs, puppies and the English Shepherd breed, we are committed to finding the best homes for our puppies.  Below are a series of questions that will help us determine homes where our puppies will be able to reach their full potential.  There are no right or wrong answers to these questions.
